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3- Follow-up financially defaulting
students and seek to provide them with
different funding entities.

4- Coordination with the manpower and
government restructuring program, by
sending the names of Kuwaiti students
and sons of Kuwaiti women to them on
the beginning of each semester.

students in their admission semester
through coordination with all academic
and administrative departments in the
university.
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4- Receive all student inquiries and
proposals and follow them up in the
various administrative and academic
bodies in the university.
