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+» The cheating materials in exams are as follow:

e Mobiles, IPod’s, calculators, smart watch, or any other
electronics with memory features.

e Using the mobile phone for any purpose.

e Writing any related words on the hand, a tissue, a piece of
paper, the wall, the chair or the pens.

e Using the headphone set.

e Using Programmable Calculator.

e Talking to a colleague during the exam.
